DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Donna gave a comprehensive report on library activities over the last month, highlighting the fact that she and her staff have finished weeding the children’s picture book section.
Donna was notified that though we did receive a Rosen grant again this year, it was much lower than last year’s award.  Therefore, she will be re-evaluating some of the programs she had been planning for summer reading.  She did, however, receive on behalf of the library, from The Tioga State Bank Foundation, monetary awards recognizing the library as an organization that makes a “positive and meaningful difference in the community”.
